Just a little reminder of some rules and regulations to abide when competing at shows; 

  

1. All riders whether competing or just riding at a show must wear a hat approved to PAS 015, EN 

1384 or ASTM F1163 standard. It must be worn properly and secured at all times whilst mounted. 

  

2. A body protector to Beta 3 standard, with a purple BETA 3 label displayed. It must be worn 

correctly fitted and properly secured for all cross country competitions and xc practices. It is 

strongly  

    recommended for all jumping competitions, clear rounds and mock hunts. 

  

3. Correct footwear should be boots that cover and protect your ankle and the tread depth should 

not be too deep as they can catch on the stirrup and pull the foot in the wrong direction. 

  

Some points to consider when using artificial aids; 

  

1. Whips and crops are used for encouraging the horse and never berating them.  The main reason 

for using a whip or crop is to correct faults in the horse's posture, movement or understanding     

of commands. 

  

2. Spurs are another artificial aid and should be used on a trained horse which has learned leg aids. 

Spurs should not hurt the horse and would be only like poking somebody to get their attention.

Dear Mary, 

I wrote to you  13.9. 2010 concerning the possibility of a linking permissive path around the 

western edge of Kennel Farm. Rodney Fuller has now put a path in place and fenced off the field. 

However the surface of the path is somewhat unstable and is covered with a lot of small scale 

debris which needs to be removed by hand. At a site visit today it was suggested by Morgan 

Robinson the representative of Cluttons, the land agents, that a working party of horse riders 

could clear the debris from the surface of the new path; once this is done the path could be 

stabilised by a variety of measures. This letter is to ask you whether your group could organise a 

work party on the land. Other riders in the Warlingham area are looking into doing this too so you 

would not be alone.

from riding on the horrible flinty bridlepaths and roads. In Surrey and lots of other places in the UK

                                 One of the best places that we used to be able to ride on up to a few months 

ago, a big field that was really good to get the horses fitness levels up, has recently been sold to a 

new owner that lives in Bahrain. He brought the land for one and a half million pounds and seems 

to have been growing Ragwort, a brutal and poisonous plant to most animals as well as humans, in 

it ever since. The owner is hoping to get planning permission and then he wants to build lots of 

flats which will destroy the beautiful countryside. He is doing it for greed and selfishness because 

he is only using the land as an investment to make more money for himself. I think he is using the 

land for the wrong reason and if he is able to build on the land lots of people as well as me and my 

family have said they would move out of the area because it would be an eye sore and it would

                                  The solution to this minor problem would be to make it illegal for farmers to 

stop riders from riding along the headland of their fields. This would not affect the farmers at all 

because they keep the headland anyway so they can drive their tractors around the edge of the

Showjumping Extravaganza! 24th July 2011 

At the last Warlingham and District Horse Club AGM, I polled a few of our members to see what we were 
doing right with the showjumping and what we could improve on.  Many of you were kind enough to tell me 
about the kind of classes you would like to see incorporated at our showjumping shows.  The problem is that 
with the variety of suggestions I received, we simply couldn't fit them in around other classes at one of our 
Winter Showjumping shows. 

So back in Spring, when it became clear that we had no option but to cancel the Eventers Challenge due to the 
hard ground back then, Caroline Jaycocks and I went for a drink together and dreamed up a show where we 
would hold as many classes as we could of those which were suggested to us at the AGM.  The Showjumping 
Extravaganza was born! 

Firstly, I would like to pass a BIG thank you to all those who helped us set up the showjumping rings on 
Saturday afternoon.  It made a fantastic change to have so many hands on deck and we were all done in a 
little over two hours.  What a result! 

The morning of the Showjumping Extravaganza comprised a teams competition, where random teams of 
three jumped over three separate heights - bottom hole, 2' - 2'3" and 2'6 - 2'9".  Whilst we had put aside 
space for up to 20 teams for this class, in the end 10 teams competed for the absolutely FANTASTIC rosettes 
kindly provided by our sponsors of the class, Salient Fencing.  Still, it made for a relaxing morning's 
showjumping action.  Clear rounds were few and far between and kept the judges guessing right up until the 
end of the class.  The ultimate champions were Team 5, comprising Sadie Whitfield, Anna Deeley and Sarah 
Edmonds - very well done ladies! 

We then went on to hold a horse and hound showjumping class, where the riders had to jump a course of 2' 
jumps, gallop back to their pooch handlers, hand over (or in some cases throw over!) their crops and then the 
pooch handlers together with canine companions went on to jump a course of five 2' jumps themselves, 
including our infamous horseshoe jump.  Make sure to check out the fantastic pictures by Attic Photographic 
on Facebook!  This class was incredibly well supported by our spectators, the best of the cheering reserved for 
those brave hounds and their handlers.  The honours went to Sarah, Lucy and Honey who jumped a clear and 
very fast round between them - congratulations! 

Many riders have asked me why we don't run bigger open classes at our Winter Showjumping competition.  
Historically, this has been because there hasn't really been the demand.  In view of the renewed interest in 
open classes, we therefore held an open class at the Showjumping Extravaganza, with showjumps from 3' to 
3'3".  We were very pleased indeed to see so many entries for this class and rest assured we shall take this 
into account when planning our Winter Showjumping series this coming Winter.  The standard of 
showjumping was fantastic and we included the fearsome horseshoe jump, which at maximum height of 3'3" 
we were pleased to see caused none of our competitors any problems on the day - quite a surprise!  The 
winners of the open class were Vicky Pollock and Colour Trend who rode a fantastic round which raised a 
good cheer from the crowd - congratulations Vicky! 

For our final class of the day, we decided to hold a feature class which we do not run very often: a six bar 
class.  We can just about fit six upright jumps across the diagonal line of Ring 1 with two strides inbetween 
each jump and we were very pleased to have as many entries as we did for this class as it is a fun and exciting 
class to watch.  And what a competition it was!  After the first three rounds there were only two left in it, Lucy 
Jones riding Sparkie and Sonia Willoughby riding Winnie, who knocked down a pole each.  Rather than settle 
for joint first place, our two plucky leaders decided to jump off to decide first and second place.  Lucy 
and Sparkie went on to knock just one pole down, leaving the way open for Sonia and Winnie, but just when

we thought Sonia and Winnie might have the class won they went on to have an unfortunate two poles down, 
leaving the winners of the six bar class Lucy Jones and Sparkie.  Well done Lucy! 

We were again very, very grateful indeed to all those competitors and spectators who stayed on after the six 
bar class to help us clear the rings - thank you all so much as this really means a lot to us after a long day and 
meant we could all go home at a reasonable hour. 

All in all, we very much enjoyed the day and we hope that all those who came along did too.  The 
Showjumping Extravaganza was very much an experiment of sorts for us as a club.  Firstly, it featured many 
classes which we have not run before and we didn't know how many entries we might have in the end.  
Secondly, after many competitors have previously expressed concerns regarding unknown times of classes, 
we scheduled the classes so as to run "not before" a certain time in each case - as it was, we were almost 
running ahead of time.  I hope that all of you who attended enjoyed the format of the day and we would 
welcome your feedback, either by e-mail to us at enquiries@wdhc.org.uk or on our Facebook page.  Or of 
course come and have a word with us at one of our forthcoming events - we don't bite and we really do 
welcome your feedback.  As you can see from this event, we do listen to what you have to say - we are a club 
run by riders for riders, so we can always appreciate your point of view. 

It just remains for me to thank my co-organiser, Caroline Jaycocks, without whose vision and unbeatable 
enthusiasm this event could not have happened.  Thank you also to the wonderful Jean Bywater and Lily 
Jowsey who sat in the Judges' seats all day, particularly Lily as our first time co-judge.  A big thank you also to 
Bob Kirk who ran the Clear Round ring all day - which looked pretty busy all day every time I glanced over.  A 
massive thank you also to Sarah Jones who was our lovely Steward all day - her first time in the job as well and 
what a brilliant job she did.  Thank you also to the caterer, Phil, who kept stomachs from rumbling all day; to 
our sponsors and in particular to Salient Fencing for some fantastic rosettes; to Claire of Attic Photographic for 
capturing all the action which you can find on her Facebook page; and to the owners of Warren Barn Farm, in 
particular to Nick Fuller who made such a fantastic job of preparing the ground in our showjumping rings. 

Finally, from a personal point of you, a massive thank you to all those who came and variously competed, 
supported and helped out.  One of our committee members once told me that you can get addicted to seeing 
the smiles on peoples' faces at the shows we run.  The success of the Showjumping Extravaganza for me was 
measured by the amount of smiles I saw on the day - thank you to all of you and we will hope to see many of 
you at our Winter Showjumping series.  As that series is now in the planning stages, as I say get us your 
suggestions and we will see what we can do.

L ǘƘƻǳƎƘǘ LΩŘ ƭŜǘ ²I/ ƳŜƳōŜǊǎΩ past and present know that sadly Halley was euthanized at the grand age of 
30 and to share with you a few fond memories of my big hearted little chestnut mare and recount some of 
our achievements; many through being a member of WHC. 

It all started with a WHC pleasure ride (our first rosette), clear round jumping (Halley jumped clear at our first 
attempt) and group dressage lessons with Helen Webber, who got on Halley during one session when we 
were struggling and proved that she could work in an outline. 

Later we progressed to being selected for show jumping and cross country teams, which culminated in one of 
our greatest achievements of being on the winning open HT team representing Area 10 at the finals of the 
Festival of the hunter ς British Riding Clubs, in Peterborough.  One of my other favourite memories is riding

Halley was regularly the fox at mock hunts and we used to have great fun trying to out smart the Master, 
hounds and field.  We once hid in a barn so all the field got in frƻƴǘ ƻŦ ǳǎΤ L ǿŀǎ ǇǊŀȅƛƴƎ IŀƭƭŜȅ ǿƻǳƭŘƴΩǘ Ŏŀƭƭ 
out or shuffle about thus giving away our position.  We then surprised the field by trotting up behind them.  

Halley was an unconventional horse!  For example, I remember being asked if she could be the model for a HC 
Grade lecture demonstration.  I proudly gave my consent, only to hear her conformation being torn to pieces 
such as having an ewe neck, a long back and behind at the knee.  The trainer, who knew Halley well, did have 
the good grace to finish by admitting that despite the lack of text book conformation she was a brilliant 
jumper!  On another occasion a well known Event rider/trainer, not familiar with Halley, looked her up and 
down and asked whether we should be in the open session until she realised how good she was.  At the end of 
that session Halley was giving a lead over some of the jumps other horses were struggling with.
