Mock Hunt – Boxing Day 
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What a year it’s been, a couple of scorching weeks in July meant we had rock hard ground in August, followed by pouring rain in September which made our first Mock Hunt a near washout, which by November the continuing rains meant it really was a washout (we’re planning another next month to make up for that one!). Boxing Day however was bright and clear and cold ...and perfect.  Only a pity that it started at eleven in the morning!

I had a new coloured mare called Harley horse and was planning to hog her like Oscar, and Harry before him. Christmas had come rather quickly though, and on Boxing Day morning I got up extra early to take the clippers to her. Just the sound of them was enough to send Harley into several spins, and after a number of approaches I had to resort to plaiting.  By the time I arrived at the Meet I was ready for anything.

There weren’t as many people as we have previously had, but about fifty of us gathered at The Bull on Chelsham Common. Nick Fuller was Field Master, Micky Blackburn the Huntsman, and Ted Blackburn, Mike Potts and I were just there to look good. Most of all, please remember your horse needs to be fit to fully enjoy your day out.
