Teams Report

British Riding Clubs Novice Indoor Show jumping Qualifier at Golden Cross Equestrian Centre on Saturday 28 February 2008.

We sent a junior team (The Warlingham One Second Wonders) consisting of Charlee Bywater on Eros, Rosie Osborne on Jess, Alice Brock on Jimmy and Lara Masojada on Jasmine.  
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Our senior team consisted of Michala Blackburn on Jack, Kelle Fry on Top Gun, Sonia Willoughby on Mr. Max and Janice Rickell on Jimmy.

The day started early as the juniors were due to start jumping at 9am, having walked the course and warmed up.  Our junior team was jumping third and that meant being there before 8.30 am.  Oh the joys of feeding horses at 5 am!

The junior team girl’s first round was at 2’6” and they all went clear.  When it came to the second round at 2’9” no team had jumped double clear, so the pressure was on.  Charlee jumped clear, then disaster struck and Rosie unluckily rolled a pole.  Now it was up to Alice and Lara to both go clear so the team would get into the jump off.  They both jumped superb clears and we were in the jump off.  
As the second round progressed, no other teams got into the jump off and we were thinking we might win it without having to jump off.  Wishful thinking, Moat View Riding Club was the last to jump and also went clear. So we went into the jump off against the clock.  Charlee jumped first, took a tight turn, lost both stirrups and jumped the last three fences without them, but unfortunately clipped a pole out and finished on 4.  Moat View’s first rider went clear.  Rosie jumped next and also clipped a pole, finishing on 4.  Moat View’s second rider also went clear.  Alice got Jimmy too tight into the double and he had a stop.  Moat View’s third rider went clear.  The pressure was off Lara now, as we couldn’t possibly win.  Lara jumped a fabulous clear and lifted everyone’s spirits.  Then, Moat View’s fourth rider went clear and we had second place.  We were really happy we had second and had qualified for a place in the final. 
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There were problems with two of the senior team’s passports and vaccination records on the day, which meant that I had to declare the whole team HC, so they would be allowed to jump.  Top Gun caught an earlier overreach injury and had to retire.  Michala and Jack went clear, as did Sonia and Max.  Janice and Jimmy had an unfortunate stop and all that meant that the seniors didn’t make the jump off, but at least they were allowed to jump.
