Show Jumping Teams

On 27th July 2008, there was a Riding Club Team Competition at Hickstead as part of the Royal International Horse Show week.

Teams consisted of 3 members, all scores to count. The first member had to jump 0.85m, the second 0.95 and the third 1.05m; all against the clock with fastest 3 clears being the winning team. We sent 3 teams and a staggering 83 teams took part in total!

It was an incredibly hot day and the competition began at 8am.  Our teams were 30th, 49th & 61st to jump.  The organisation was very slick and they were running ahead of schedule quite quickly. 

Our first team consisted of Kelle Fry on Tom, Jo Lord on Cheyenne Star and Luke Barham on Top Gun.
By 8.45 a.m. Kelle had already jumped! She was delighted to report a clear round; as were the first members of our other 2 teams, Vicky Dickson Wright on Morning Fred and Jo Sowerby on Twist of Fate. Unfortunately Jo Lord was delayed due to a flat tyre on her horse box so we needed a contingency plan. We all had to move up a team so while I was due to be the 2nd member of the 2nd team, I moved up one to take Jo’s place in the first team to allow her more time to get to Hickstead. 
As I said, everything was happening much faster than predicted, and by the time I got there, they were already well into the 2nd round. At the speed of lightening (in very warm weather!) I got Emmy tacked up; me changed and over to the arena to find that there was only 5 riders before me leaving very little time for warm up. Whether that was the reason or not, unfortunately I was one of the many that had the bogey 6th fence down as well as another upright. I felt dreadfully disappointed since I knew this would affect any hope for the team but that is the way it goes sometimes.

Steph Morgan took my place in our 2nd team but likewise it wasn’t her day either. Jo Lord then jumped for our 3rd team and showed us how to do it by jumping a fantastic clear round despite her fraught morning! So the 3rd team was now on 2 clears!
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Luke jumped the Open round for our 1st team and had a very uncharacteristic elimination at the 2nd fence. Till Morgan jumped the 3rd round for the 2nd team and again very unusually for her, encountered 4 faults. So no pressure then, but all down to Annette Murphy to redeem things and give us a chance with our 3rd team! All credit to her, having just come back from holiday, she jumped a superb round and was so unlucky to have just one pole down.

Very few teams actually managed triple clears – only 7 in all, so the teams on 4 faults got in to the placings too. However as this was speed class, our team with a total of 4 faults were not quite fast enough to get in to the ribbons which was disappointing. I would just like to say a big thank you to all who took part on this searingly hot day. 

There will be more team events coming up so if you are interested in competing on behalf of the Club for any of the disciplines, please contact us.

The next team event unfortunately falls on the same day as our Hunter Trials, 19th October ’08. This is a qualifier Hunter Trials at Lodge Farm, Matfield. There are 2 classes, Novice and Open. If this interests you and you have a current Flu certificate for you horse, please let me know. You will also need to provide a Jump Judge for the day as is the requirement of this competition.
